A video dance from 6:00 to 9:00 p.m. will conclude the transition day with students from grade 7, 8 and 9 invited.  There have and will be multiple staff members involved in the planning and execution of the days events.  In addition there will be 25 senior students from the LINK Crew and the Healthy Citizenship course involved in all aspects of the day.
