Principal Report

· Over the summer beyond the regular cleaning and maintenance by our custodial staff summer facility work included the installation of flooring in the cafeteria and painting of the cafeteria walls.  There was also additional work done on the heating and cooling system.

· School start up was smooth with students settled into classes for the first two weeks of September.  Due to decreased enrollment from spring predictions MSS was required to reduce 3 sections.

Does not apply to food that is not sold, on field trips, non-school permits



Healthy food is good for everyone, studies show that if students given choice they will select the unhealthy

80% sell most /20% sell slightly less higher amounts of fat, sugar, and/or sodium

Foods with no nutrition are not to be sold in the school

Smaller sizes of the 20% 

Vendors – approved vendors list is available 

Up to 10 days for special events day when policy is not followed.  School committee will meet to determine which events will be accepted.  
At elementary school, teaching students to read labels, interesting food and integrate into everyday life.
